Effective April 1st, 2009, the new guest policy is as follows: All members who put in tee 
time requests for the weekend and holiday ballots are now allowed to book one guest per 
each member booked.  For example if two members play together they would be able to 
have a maximum of two guests in their foursome.   
 
The reason that the guest policy was updated is too allow the maximum number of tee 
times available to the membership on the busy weekend and holiday tee sheets.   
   
Please Note:  This new guest policy is only in effect for members who book tee time 
requests  using our weekend and holiday ballot system.

 What’s New For 2009 Golf Season 
 
v We will be installing a wireless intercom system at the 9th tee for communication 

to the snack shack.  This will allow members to pre-order their items at the 9th tee 
for easy pick up at the snack shack -  15 minutes later.  This should allow for easy 
ordering and hopefully a shorter pit stop at the 10th  tee snack shack.  This is being 
done to try to speed up the pace of play on the golf course. 

 
v In another effort to help speed up the pace of play you will notice new sandwich 

board time clocks located at the 1st tee, the 10th  tee and the driving range.  This is 
being done to try to get all members consciously thinking about their tee time and 
keeping the pace of play, front and centre in their mind.  The time clock at the 10th 
tee will be set approximately two hours behind actual time to coincide with your 
starting time.   
 
For example:  If the time clock at the 10th tee reads a time later then your starting 
tee time  you are behind the desired pace of play.

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v Our website has gone over an extensive renovation.  All the information (and then 
some) that was in our member’s handbook is now on the club’s website.
